1. This agreement allows students to transfer from the second or third year of a Physics degree course at China University of Petroleum (East China) to two further years of study on the appropriate degree course at The University of Manchester.

2. The academic admissions requirements are that students obtain at least 80% (in average for all scientific courses taken)  in the exams at China University of Petroleum (East China) and obtain a standard test in English equivalent to IELTS 6.0 with 5.5 in each component or TOEFL 80 with Listening 17, Reading 18, Speaking 20 and Writing 17.

3. Students should apply for a place at The University of Manchester before 1 May in the year of entry to The University of Manchester, although it may still be possible for the University of Manchester to consider applications made after this deadline. Initial application should be made to the College of Science at UPC who will notify The University of Manchester of all eligible candidates.  The University of Manchester Application Form should then be sent to The University of Manchester who will then make a decision as quickly as possible on whether the student can be made a conditional or unconditional offer. This offer will specify any academic requirements that will be needed for admission.  Once these requirements have been met, The University of Manchester will be able to provide an “unconditional offer” which can be used to obtain a visa.

4. Under the agreement with China University of Petroleum (East China), all students under the articulation agreement will be charged 80% of The University of Manchester’s standard fee for international students.
